Once you receive 
your eCoE you can apply for a student visa at your 
nearest diplomatic mission – as noted on your eCoE. 
Please note that the PSC Refund Policy is clearly 
stated on the International Enrolment Form.

application. Documentary evidence is determined by 
the Country of Passpo� and education provider.

Working while you study

The Australian Government has temporarily extended 
working hours for student visa holders. You will be able 
to work more than 40 hours a fo�night in any sector of 
the economy. 

Educational services for overseas students (ESOS) act

The Education Services for Overseas Students (ESOS) 
framework provides quality education and protects the 
rights of international students in Australia. For more 
detailed information about the protection and assurance 
provide by ESOS legislation, visit h�ps://www.education.

Arranging travel

You are responsible for making your own travel 
arrangements to Australia. It is advisable that you 
arrive in Melbourne at least 1-2 weeks before classes 
commence so that you have time to se�le in and find 
suitable accommodation.

Remember to check with your airline on the baggage 
allowance that your ticket allows.

Orientation and se�ling in

At PSC we work to ensure that all international students 
have a productive and fulfilling educational experience. 
Our Student Engagement and Suppo� Coordinator is 
available to assist with information on accommodation 
and se�ling in. An orientation program is provided by the 
Student Services Administration Coordinator to ensure 
that all International Students are familiarised with PSC, 
the course and with studying and living in Australia.

COST OF LIVING

Australian currency

Australian currency is denominated as follows:

Notes $5, $10, $20, $50, $100  

Coins 5c, 10c, 20c, 50c, $1, $2 

There are no 1c or 2c coins. 

Items in Australia are priced down to single cents 
(for example $2.99) but when you pay, the total will 
be rounded up or down to the nearest five cents. 
Thus $2.99 becomes $3.00, and $12.42 becomes 
$12.40.

As with all currencies, the Australian dollar exchange 
rate can vary over sho� periods of time. You can find 
the current exchange rate or conve� to your own 
currency at www.xe.com

Finance considred reasonable to provide 

minimum standard of living while studying

There are financial requirements you must meet in 
order to receive a student visa. A¥er 10 May 2024 
the 12-month living costs are:
